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1. 1. Introduction: 

 

Kupwara is the backward frontier District of Kashmir Valley, full of scenic beauty. Dense 

forests and rich wild life make it significant from tourism and wildlife point of view. Nature has 

been very kind to Kupwara. District Kupwara was carved out form erstwhile District Baramulla in 

the year 1979. The District Headquarter “Kupwara” is situated at a distance of 90 kms from the 

summer capital of state, i.e. Srinagar. The District is situated at an average altitude of 5300 feet 

from the sea level. The geographical area of the District is 2379 sq kms The north west part of 

the District is bound by line of actual control (L.O.C)) while the southern portion is bound by the 

District Baramulla. There are three bad pocket areas, namely, Machil, Keran and Karnah 

located near L.O.C which remain land locked for more than six months in a year. There are 

some other areas located at barbed distances and remain cut off from District Headquarter for a 

considerable time, like Kumkadi, Lashdat, Jumgund, Kethanwali and Budnambal.

Commissioner, Tangdar Karnah and Sogam Lolab; 16 Tehsils, viz., Kupwara, Handwara,

Langate, Karnah, Keran, Machil, Qalamabad, Drgumulla ,  

The District has 26 Community Development Blocks, and 05 Assembly Constituencies,

2-Geography: 

   Kupwara is backward frontier district of Kashmir valley located between 34.17 to 34.12 
north latitudes and 73.16 east longitudes at an attitude of 5300 meter above level. The area of 
District is about 2379 Sq Kms with population of about 8,75,564 as per census of 2011.The 
District had been carved out of District Baramulla in July,1979,is located in the extreme North 
West of Kashmir Valley.  
 Its Northern and Western Borders form the LOC between India and Pakistan and 

Eastern and Southern Borders touch Bandipora and Baramulla Districts. The lofty snow 

mountain ranges of Shamasbari, Pir-Punchal make the district post Card hill Station. The Lush 

green meadows of Bedi behak, Bungus and Lolab,with rocky streams flowing through the 

Valleys make them delightful picnic spots although, not yet fully developed to attract tourists to 

boost up economy of district and explore nature.

According to Census 2011, District Kupwara has a population of 8,75,564 souls 

comprising of 4,75,126 males and 4,00,438 females with a Sex Ratio of 843.The rural 

population of the District is 7,76,322 and the urban population is 99,242.The District has a 

literacy rate of 66.92% with male literacy rate of 77.10 % and female literacy rate of 54.79%.

Headquarters. The nearest Railway Station is Sopore (Baramulla) about 50 Kms from District

challenging tracks; allure the tourists, adventurers and trekkers not only from India but also from 

abroad.

Kupwara is the largest producer of the Walnut in the state. There are vast apple orchards 

in the district. World-class apples are grown here. Kupwara has a Trout Fish Farm at Karnah, 

Kutlari Mawar, Kalarooch Kupwara.  

During winter there is moderate to heavy snowfall in the district and in case of heavy 

snowfall road connectivity gets disrupted and heavy damage occurs to the electric and other 

installations which causes disruption in electric and water supply, whereas due to blockade of 

roads basic and civic services become a casualty on account of which people suffer a lot.

2. To put in place a system to prevent disasters or reduce the impact of disasters on life and 

property. 

3. To generate awareness among masses for taking preventive measures to reduce the loss due to 

disasters. 

4. To mobilize resources for managing disasters and have periodic assessment of resources. 

5. To ensure co-ordination between various agencies/ departments for managing Pre/ Post disaster 

scenario. 

6. To minimize the potential risk by decreasing vulnerability and building capacity to respond. 

7. To help in relief/ rehabilitation and reconstruction in Post Disaster scenario. 

8. To conduct post disaster evaluation and initiate various mitigation measures. 

History of Disasters in the District: 
S.No. Incidents happened 

1.   500 households of villages like Tangdhar, Tad, Nalchian, Sadana 

(Nastachhun), Drangyare, and Rangwar got affected by October 2005 

earthquake. 

 There are 54 villages in the Karnah Tehsil and most of them are totally 

destroyed by the quake. Hundreds of people lost their lives, and thousands 

have been badly injured. About 50,000 people have been rendered homeless 

by the quake in Karnah Tehsil alone. 

2.   Avalanche on Karnah-Kupwara Highway in which 12 persons died when their 

cab buried in an avalanche.The body of a Border Roads Organization (BRO) 

officer was also recovered after rescue operations were launched. 

3.   Mudslide on Kupwara-Keran Road Beacon official died in the incident. 

4.   Mudslide in Lashkoot Dardpora Lolab in which three persons got killed and 

bodies recovered after four days search. 

5.   The cloudburst occurred in Qazi Behak area caused flash flood in Tangdhar 

Nallah, triggering panic among the locals. The floods damaged various 

residential houses and shops and vehicles in main market. Standing crops 

have also been damaged while some livestock has also perished in the 

flooding. 

6.   Three persons died when they come under an avalanche at Lashkoot boninar 

gushi warnow.  

7.   Two persons died due to drowning incident happened at Halmath pora 

hayiama Kupwara. 

8.   One person died due to drowning at Tursu natnoosa Kupwara. 

9.   One person died due to drowning at Pohru Nallah. 

10.   Three persons died due to accident at the Z Gali Kupwara Kalaroos. 

11.   Dar-ul-Uloom building gutted in fire in Kupwara. 

12.   Major fire took place in the industrial estate kupwara in which 3 to 4 indutrial 



 

 

units destroyed. 

13.   A major fire broke out at an Army camp near the Line of Control in Kupwara, 

The fire was reported at 45 Rashtriya Rifles headquarters in Hamar Gali area 

in Machil Sector due to short circuit.  

14.   At least 45 shops, a bank, and three residential houses were destroyed in a 

massive fire in north Kashmir’s Kupwara. 

15.    In a devastating midnight fire, creating extremely disastrous situation at 

Prem Gali Handwara when flames caught ten shops during intervening 

night.  

16.   A major fire broke out in Haril village of Mawar area in this north Kashmir 

district where almost 10 structures, including eight residential houses and 

cow shed were gutted.

Powers and functions of District Authority. 

1. The District Authority shall act as the district planning, coordinating and implementing 

body for disaster management and take all measures for the purposes of disaster 

management in the district in accordance with the guidelines laid down by the National 

Authority and the State Authority. 

2. Without prejudice to the generality of the provisions of sub-section (1), the District 

Authority may- 

i. prepare a disaster management plan including district response plan for the 

district.        coordinate and monitor the implementation of the National Policy, 

State Policy, National Plan, State Plan and District Plan.  

ii. Ensure that the areas in the district vulnerable to disasters are identified and 

measures for the prevention of disasters and the mitigation of its effects are 

undertaken by the departments of the Government at the district level as well as 

by the local authorities. 

iii. Ensure that the guidelines for prevention of disasters, mitigation of its effects, 

preparedness and response measures as laid down by the National Authority and 

the State Authority are followed by all departments of the Government at the 

district level and the local authorities in the district. 

iv. Give directions to different authorities at the district level and local authorities to 

take such other measures for the prevention or mitigation of disasters as may be 

necessary.  

v. Lay down guidelines for prevention of disaster management plans by the 

department of the Government at the districts level and local authorities in the 

district. 

vi. Monitor the implementation of disaster management plans prepared by the 

Departments of the Government at the district level. 

vii. Lay down guidelines to be followed by the Departments of the Government at the 

district level for purposes of integration of measures for prevention of disasters 

and mitigation in their development plans and projects and provide necessary 

technical assistance therefor. 



 

 

viii. monitor the implementation of measures referred to in clause (viii). 

ix. Review the state of capabilities for responding to any disaster or threatening 

disaster situation in the district and give directions to the relevant departments or 

authorities at the district level for their up gradation as may be necessary.  

x. Review the preparedness measures and give directions to the concerned 

departments at the district level or other concerned authorities where necessary 

for bringing the preparedness measures to the levels required for responding 

effectively to any disaster or threatening disaster situation.  

xi. Organize and coordinate specialized training programmers for different levels of 

officers, employees and voluntary rescue workers in the district.  

xii. Facilitate community training and awareness programmes for prevention of 

disaster or mitigation with the support of local authorities, governmental and non-

governmental organizations.  

xiii. Set up, maintain, review and upgrade the mechanism for early warnings and 

dissemination of proper information to public.  

xiv. Prepare, review and update district level response plan and guidelines. 

xv. Coordinate response to any threatening disaster situation or disaster. 

xvi. Ensure that the Departments of the Government at the district level and the local 

authorities prepare their response plans in accordance with the district response 

plan.  

xvii. Lay down guidelines for, or give direction to, the concerned Department of the 

Government at the district level or any other authorities within the local limits of 

the district to take measures to respond effectively to any threatening disaster 

situation or disaster.  

xviii. Advise, assist and coordinate the activities of the Departments of the Government 

at the district level, statutory bodies and other governmental and non-

governmental organizations in the district engaged in the disaster management.  

xix. Coordinate with, and give guidelines to, local authorities in the district to ensure 

that measures for the prevention or mitigation of threatening disaster situation or 

disaster in the district are carried out promptly and effectively.  

xx. Provide necessary technical assistance or give advise to the local authorities in 

the district for carrying out their functions. 



 

 

xxi. Review development plans prepared by the Departments of the Government at 

the district level, statutory authorities or local authorities with a view to make 

necessary provisions therein for prevention of disaster or mitigation. 

xxii. Examine the construction in any area in the district and, if it is of the opinion that 

the standards for the prevention of disaster or mitigation laid down for such 

construction is not being or has not been followed, may direct the concerned 

authority to take such action as may be necessary to secure compliance of such 

standards. 

xxiii. Identify buildings and places which could, in the event of any threatening disaster 

situation or disaster, be used as relief centers or camps and make arrangements 

for water supply and sanitation in such buildings or places. 

xxiv. Establish stockpiles of relief and rescue materials or ensure preparedness to 
make such materials available at a short notice. 

xxv. Provide information to the State Authority relating to different aspects of disaster 
management. 

xxvi. Encourage the involvement of non-governmental organizations and voluntary 
social-welfare institutions working at the grassroots level in the district for disaster 
management. 

xxvii. Ensure communication systems are in order, and disaster management drills are 
carried out periodically. 

xxviii. Perform such other functions as the State Government or State Authority may 
assign to it or as it deems necessary for disaster management in the District. 

4. Institutional Mechanism: 

The Disaster Management Act, 2005 lays down institutional and coordination 
mechanisms for effective disaster management (DM) at the national, state, and district 
levels. A multi-tiered institutional system consisting of the National Disaster Management 
Authority (NDMA), headed by the Prime Minister, the State Disaster Management 
Authorities (SDMA) by the Chief Ministers and the District Disaster Management Authorities 
(DDMA) by the District Magistrates.. These bodies have been set up to facilitate the 
paradigm shift from the hitherto relief-centric approach to a more proactive, holistic and 
integrated approach of strengthening disaster preparedness, mitigation and emergency 
response.

3. Collection of appropriate Lab Samples of the concerned disease and 

transportation of these Lab samples to District Public Lab (IDSP) Kupwara and 

Public Health Laboratory Brazulla Srinagar. 

4. Gear-up of all field Staff including CHO, Health Inspectors, and Health 

Educators affected area round the clock. 

The necessary medicine is being kept ready at all the identified Health location 

viz ORS, Zinc, Chlorine, antibiotics, etc.

4.2. INSTITUTIONAL STRUCTURE AT STATE LEVEL: 
At the State level, J&K State Disaster Management Authority (JKSDMA) constituted 

under chairmanship of the Chief Minister and has the responsibility of planning, policies, plans 

and guidelines for DM and coordinating their implementation for ensuring timely, effective and 

coordinated response to disasters. The Chief Secretary is the Chief Executive Officer of the 

SDMA. Besides, the SDMA has seven other members. The SDMA will, inter alia approve the 

State Plan in accordance with the guidelines laid down by the NDMA, approve DMPs prepared 

by the departments of the State Government, lay down guidelines to be followed by the 

departments of the Government of the State for the purpose of integration of measures for 

prevention of disasters and mitigation in their development plans and projects, coordinate the 

implementation of the State Plan, recommend provision of funds for mitigation, preparedness 

measures, review the developmental plans of the different Departments of the State to ensure 

the integration of prevention, preparedness and mitigation measures and review the measures 

being taken for mitigation, capacity building and preparedness by the departments. The State 

Authority shall lay down detailed guidelines for providing standards of relief to persons affected 

by disaster in the State. 

The State Executive Committee (SEC) headed by the Chief Secretary and four other 

Secretaries as its members shall be there to assist the SDMA in the performance of its 

functions. The SEC will further provide necessary technical assistance or give advice to District 

Authorities and local authorities for carrying out their functions effectively. State level institutional

4.3. State Crisis Management Group: 
The State Crisis Management Group (SCMG) is headed by the Chief Secretary. The 

SCMG shall normally handle all crisis situations, advice and guide the District Crisis 

Management Groups (DCMG). 

The State Crisis Management Group’s function is; 

a) To create a dedicated body that will assess, plan and implement the vital aspects of disaster 

management (Prevention, mitigation, preparedness and response); 

b) To ensure smooth coordination between Central and State Governments in the event of a 

disaster. 

c) To create a unified command, control and co-ordination structure for disaster management, 

integrating the various wings and agencies of government that are necessary for emergency 

response, as well as for preparedness, mitigation and prevention activities. 

4.4. DM ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE AT THE DISTRICT LEVEL: 

As per The Disaster Management Act 2005, each district has established a District 

Disaster 

Management Authority. The District Authority shall consist of the Chairperson and members 

not exceeding seven, as may be prescribed by the State Government, and unless the rules 

otherwise provide , it shall consist of the following, namely:

The roles and responsibilities of the DDMA have been elaborated in Section 30 of the 

DM Act, 2005. 

The DDMA will act as the planning, coordinating and implementing body for DM at the 

District level and take all necessary measures for the purposes of DM in accordance with the 

guidelines laid down by the NDMA and SDMA. It will, inter alia prepare the District DM plan for 



 

 

the District and monitor the implementation of the National Policy, the State Policy, the National 

Plan, the State Plan and the District Plan. 

The DDMA will also ensure that the areas in the district vulnerable to disasters are 

identified and ensure that the guidelines for prevention of disasters, mitigation of its effects, 

preparedness and response measures is laid down as per the guidelines. 

The DDMA will also monitor the implementation of disaster management plans prepared 

by the Departments of the Government at the district level; 

The DDMA will also ensure lay down guidelines to be followed by the Departments of the 

Government at the district level for purposes of integration of measures for prevention of 

disasters and mitigation in their development plans and projects and monitor the implementation 

of the same, 

The DDMA will review the state of capabilities and preparedness level for responding to 

any disaster or threatening disaster situation at the district level and take steps for their up 

gradation as may be necessary and will organise and coordinate specialised training 

programmes for different levels of officers, employees, community volunteers, Asha Workers, 

Anganwadi Workers, NGOs, Social Work Groups, youths, Masons/Carpenters and civil society 

members in the district, facilitate community training and awareness programmes for prevention 

of disaster or mitigation with the support of local authorities, governmental and NGOs, SDRF 

and Civil Defence personnel.  

The DDMA will review and upgrade the mechanism for early warnings and dissemination 

of proper information to public, prepare, review and update district level response plan and 

guidelines. 

The DDMA will also coordinate response to any threatening disaster situation or disaster, 

coordinate with, and provide necessary technical assistance or give advice to the local 

authorities in the district for carrying out their functions, 

 

The DDMA will examine the construction in any area in the district and issue direction the 

concerned authority to take such action as may be necessary to secure compliance of such 

standards as may be required for the area; 

The DDMA will further identify buildings and places which could, in the event of any 

threatening disaster situation or disaster, be used as relief centers or camps and make 



 

 

arrangements for water supply and sanitation in such buildings or places, establish stockpiles of 

relief and rescue materials or ensure preparedness to make such materials available at a short 

notice. 

The DDMA will encourage the involvement of non -governmental organisations and 

voluntary social-welfare institutions working at the grassroots level in the district for disaster 

management ensure communication systems are in order, and disaster management drills are 

carried out periodically.

1. RESPONSIBLE OFFICER: Primarily responsible for effective response.  

2. COMMAND: Overall in charge of the incident response team and its effective functioning.  

3. OPERATIONS: Direct and supervise all tactical actions.  

4. PLANNING: Collect/analyse data, workout need of required resources and prepare action plan.

1. Constitution of District Disaster Management Cell:- The District Disaster Management Cell has been 

constituted and is headquartered in the premises of the Deputy Commissioners Office which acts as a 

coordinating agency and keeps District Disaster management authority abreast with the latest 

developments besides keeping close vigil over the preparedness of various departments/agencies vis-

a-vis disaster.  

2. Construction of Emergency Operation Centre:- A suitable patch of land (State land ) has been 

identified measuring 01 Kanals and 14 Marlas in DC Office Complex Kupwara and funds for 

construction of EOC centre has already been allotted to Housing Board Kupwara.  

 3.Conduct of Mock drills:- Mock drills are being conducted on regular basis in a bid to keep the 

concerned departments/agencies ready to face any eventuality. Besides, through the medium of Mock 

Drills, concerned departments/agencies are being imparted training regarding utilization/exploration of 

latest equipments and techniques to minimize the damages. In calendar year 2017-18, 06 Mock drills 

were conducted with regard to Flood, Fire and Earthquake, in 2018-19 14 mock drills with regard to 

Earthquake and Avalanche/ Landslides and cloudburst/windstorm/Hailstorm have been conducted with 

collaboration with Departments of SDRF, Kupwara, Revenue, Police, Agriculture, Health etc. These 

drills also act as awareness programs for the public.

Operational Guidelines: Do’s and Don’ts: 

Operational Guidelines (Do’s & Don’ts): 
A. Earthquakes: Preparedness 

Earthquake strikes suddenly, violently and without warning. Identifying potential hazards ahead 
of time and advance planning can reduce the dangers of serious injury or loss of life from an 
earthquake.  

Before: Checks for Hazards in the home  

♦ Fasten shelves securely to walls. 

♦ Place large or heavy objects on lower shelves.  

♦ Store breakable items such as glass, and china pot etc. in low, closed cabinets with latches.  

♦ Hang heavy items such as pictures and mirrors away from beds and anywhere people sit.  

♦ Brace overhead light fixtures.  

♦ Repair defective electrical wiring and leaky gas connections. These are potential fire risks.  

♦ Secure a water heater by strapping it to the wall studs and bolting it to the floor.  

♦ Repair any deep cracks in ceilings or foundations.  

♦ Get expert advice if there are signs of structural defects.  

♦ Store weed killers, pesticides, and flammable products securely in closed cabinets with latches and 
on bottom shelves.  

Identify safe places in each room  

♦ Under sturdy furniture such as a heavy desk or table  
♦ Against and inside wall  
♦ Away from where glass could shatter around windows, mirrors, pictures or where heavy 
bookcases or other heavy furniture could fall over.  
Locate safe places outdoors  

♦ In the open, away from buildings, trees, telephone and electrical lines, overpasses or elevated  
   expressways.  
♦ Make sure all family members know how to respond after an earthquake.  
♦ Teach all family members how and when to turn off gas, electricity, and water.  
♦ Teach children how and when to call police, or fire department and which radio station to tune for      
   emergency information.  
Have disaster supplies in hand  

♦ Flashlight and extra batteries.  

♦ Portable battery-operated radio and extra batteries.  



 

 

♦ First aid kit and manual  

♦ Emergency food and water  

♦ Essential medicines  

♦ Cash  

♦ Sturdy shoes develop an Emergency Communication Plan In case family members are 

separated from one another during an earthquake (a real possibility during the day when adults 

are at work and children are at school), develop a plan for reuniting after the disaster. Ask an 

out-of-state relative or friend to serve as the “family contact”. After a disaster, it’s often easier to 

call long distance. Make sure everyone in the family know the name, address and phone 

number of the contact person.  

During:  

If indoors  
♦ Take cover under a piece of heavy furniture or against an inside wall and hold on  
♦ Stay inside  
♦ The most dangerous thing to do during the shaking of an earthquake is to try to leave the     
   building because objects can fall on you.  

If Outdoor  

♦ Move into the open, away from buildings, street lights, and utility wires.  

♦ Once in the open, stay there until the shaking stops. If in a Moving Vehicle  

♦ Stop quickly and stay in the vehicle  

♦ Move to a clear area away from buildings, trees, overpasses, or utility wires  

♦ Once the shaking has stopped, proceed with caution. Avoid bridges or ramps that might have   

   been damaged by the quake.  

Be prepared for Aftershocks  

Although smaller than the main shock, aftershocks cause additional damage and may bring 
weakened structure down. Aftershocks can occur in the first hours, days, weeks, or even months after 
the quake.  

Help injured or trapped persons  

♦ Give first aid where appropriate. Do not move seriously injured persons unless they are in immediate  

   danger of further injury. Call for help.  

♦ Listen to a battery-operated radio or television for the latest emergency information.  

♦ Remember to help your neighbours who may require special assistance - infants, the elderly, and  

   people with disabilities.  

♦ Stay out of damaged buildings. Return home only when authorities say it is safe.  

♦ Use the telephone only for emergency calls.  

♦ Clean up spilled medicines, bleaches or gasoline or other flammable liquids immediately. Leave the  

   area if you smell gas or fumes of other chemicals.  

♦ Open closet and cupboards doors cautiously.  

♦ Inspect the entire length of chimneys carefully for damage. Unnoticed damage could lead to a fire.  

   Inspecting Utilities in a damaged Home. 

Inspecting Utilities in a damaged Home   

♦  Check for gas leaks if you smell gas or hear blowing or hissing noise, open a window and  



 

 

   quickly leave the building.  

♦ Look for electrical system damage if you see sparks or broken or frayed wires, or if you smell  

   hot insulation, turn off the electricity at the main fuse box or circuit breaker.  

♦ Check for sewage and water lines damage. If you suspect lines are damaged, avoid using the  

   toilets and call a plumber. If water pipes are damaged, contact the PHE/Municipality and avoid  

   using water from the tap. You can also obtain safe water by melting ice cubes. 
 

B. DO’S AND DON’TS ON FLOOD  

♦ Move to the safer place or highlands with dry food/baby food/ and potable water on receipt of 

warning.  

♦ Valuable household articles/documents etc. to be tied to a high roof or concealed with polythene in  

   deep underground for safety. Insure any household articles. 

♦ Move the cattle to a safe place/high land with ample fodder and drinking water.  

♦ Listen to radio for detail and latest news warning on flood  

♦ Turn off all the electrical systems and equipments  

♦ Disinfect the drinking water before use and keep the food covered always  

♦ Beware of snakes  

♦ Don’t venture out from the shelter/safe place. Don’t mess up the living place.  

♦ Keep surrounding clean and hygienic.  

♦ Don’t take stale food. Take dry food as far as possible.  

♦ Don’t create and believe in rumors. 

C. DO’S AND DON’TS ON FIRE  

♦  Dial the nearest Police Control Room or Fire Station the moment fire breaks out. Inform 
District  
   Control Room as well. Always remember their phone numbers or you may indicate it in a  
   calendar or on wall where all the family members can see.  
♦ Never allow children to handle match box/lighter  
♦ Don’t run if your dress catches fire. Roll on the floor and try to put out the fire.  
♦ Don’t wear synthetic dress/sarees while cooking.  
♦ Put the hearth completely out when cooking is done.  
♦ Cling to the floor to escape from smoke and fire.  
♦ Don’t throw a burning cigarette/biri here and there  
♦ Rescue team must know where to get buckets, water, sand, long bamboo, etc. to extinguish  
   fire.  
♦ Switch off the cylinder valve when not in use and/or follow all instructions for using gas  
   cylinder/stove. 
D. Landslide Do’s: 
1.  Maintain drainage system (pipes, ditches, etc., on your property and keep street drains free  
    of leaves and debris).  
2. Direct storm water away from steep slopes, if possible.  
3. Perform periodic inspections of property before winter and during storms keeping safety as  
    the #1 concern.  



 

 

4. Check weep holes on walls and keep them open.  
5. Be alert during and following storms.  
6. If you have an irrigation system, shut it off and check it out seasonally.  
7. Keep fill and yard waste off slopes.  
8. Leave stumps in the ground on slopes.  
9. Call a professional, if you have questions or a problem!  
Don’ts: 

1. Don’t direct storm or other water onto a slope.  
2. Don’t denude vegetation on slope without a re-vegetation plan.  
3. Don’t cut into the toe (or bottom) of a slope. 
 4.Don’t remove tree stumps from slopes.  
5. Don’t install a permanent irrigation system in landslide-prone areas.  
6. Don’t put fill or yard debris on a steep slope.
